Of Hillsboro’s more than 20 parks, there
are five with shelters and/or picnic areas
available for wedding rental.

Rood Bridge Park

Hillsboro’s largest park encompasses 75
acres of grassy and wooded areas, water
features, and trails. It is also home to the
beautiful Lloyd Baron Rhododendron
Garden.

Three picnic shelters are available to
rent, and there are various focal points
within the park that provide wonderful
settings for wedding parties of 20 to 200
people. For small parties of no more than
25 people (standing only), the Woodland
Pond pavilion offers a tranquil, more
secluded setting.

Rood Bridge Park is also home to the
River House (see full description in the

Rental times are 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. or
3:00 p.m. to dusk. You may reserve both
shifts.

Rentals are $20 to $200 or more, and
depend on residency, park property,
and specific requests. Additional fees
may apply based on circumstances.

Parking and space limitations permit
only the number of people specified for
each site.

A special-use permit is required and
extra charges may apply for alternate
locations.

Alcohol is not allowed in any of
Hillsboro’s parks.

A certificate of insurance is required for
caterers and all rented equipment.
