The proposed new shelter will be 18 feet wide by 10 feet deep with a paver

pad underneath. It will enable dog owners to stand under cover while supervising their dog in the winter
area. This project has been proposed as a result of dog park user feedback for a shelter for year-round
use of the winter area. This project is being funded by donations that will be acknowledged by custom
engraved bricks. These bricks will be installed around the shelter area with options to extend them
around the permimeter of the dog park someday:.
