




Distance 0.96 Mile

The full loop is good for walking, jogging or running. It 

takes you all the way around the park. The trail is 

paved and packed with views of nature. 



This trail is paved and takes you through the fun 

activity places filled with play structures, playing 

fields, picnic tables, and little streams. 

Distance 0.64 Mile



The lower loop is a trail that takes you around the lake.  

It is paved and mostly covered by trees. 

Distance 0.69Mile



This trail is located at the northern most 

point of the park. The trail starts with a 
very steep decline from the main loop 

into the woods.  The trail is made up of 

gravel and bark so it is no good for 

strollers.  Along the trail there is 
evidence of deer that have wandered 

through the grass.  
Distance 0.47 Mile



The black trail forms the north western 

border of the park by the play 

structures, covered shelters and 

benches.  The trail is paved and is a 
great place for children .  They can 

stop and play at the playground 

after or during the walk. Distance 0.45 Mile



The red trail makes up the western 

border of the park. Along the trail you 

have a wonderful view of the small 

lake.  It travels down a moderately 
steep slope. This is a good trail for 

walking through the park. Distance 0.15Mile



This trail runs north and south along 
the eastern border of the park. It 

is a paved trail and includes an 

area where the pond is located.  

The southern part of the trail 
borders the open field while the 

northern part runs through some 

shade trees.  

Distance 0.20Mile
